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UPDATE FROM SUPERVISOR
Bill Friedland (Term 2006 -2009)

As a Township Supervisor, | get many calls from Springvale Township residents. These
concern road conditions such as roughness, ice, snow, and trees on roads. | also receive
calls regarding dust control, mailbox issues, and signs. The most common call is regard-
ing rough roads.

Township Supervisors are responsible for keeping township roads in the best possible
passable condition. When roads are not up to a certain standard, it is our desire to correct
the situation. Sometimes, it is very difficult to grade roads because there is not enough
moisture in the ground. Rain is always needed to make the conditions ideal for grading. If there is rain, our road mainte-
nance contractor usually packs the loose gravel after gradidighis makes for a much better road surface. If roads are
rough, it usually means it has not rained for awhile. We can grade roads when it is dry, but it will be only a short time be-
fore they become rough again. If there is a situation that needs attention, please give me a call at-689-3711.

About 3,043 yards of Class 1 gravel was applied in 2008. About 9 miles of Mag/Chloride was applied on higher traffic
roads. On lower traffic or dead end roads, the residents have the option of paying to have Mag/Chloride applied for a short
distance in front of their homes. The cost in 2008 was $50.00 per 100 feet long by 18 feet wide.

Road sides were mowed twice in 2008. The cracks in about 1 1/2 miles of tar roads were filled. Several signs were also
installed. The large 5 foot culvert on Vale Street had to be cleaned out because of a beaver problem.

It is the responsibility of the Township Supervisors to keep up with the ongoing road repairs and problems that ariseu If yo
have any suggestions about better ways of doing road work, please feel free to let me know. I look forward to your call.

STATE SENATOR RICK OLSEEN

State economist warn this is the longest recession since WWII, and it likely will take much longer for the state to emergeess-
fully than in the past recessions. Therefore, legislators will be focused on ldagn, fiscallyresponsible policies that seup the
state for future success. That will require a combination of government reforms, reasonable spending reductions, and a commi
ment to preserve the things that have made Minnesota a national leader in the past.

For decades, Minnesota built a reputation as a national leader in job creation and economic expansion, consistently finishing
near the top of regional and national ranking in employment, household income, and per capita wage growth. In the past few
year s, however, the stateds economy has sl owed considerab
hind the rest of the nation in terms of jobs and economic growth.

Recent employment data from the Department of Employment and Economic Development indicate that the state is mired in a
di fficult economic recession, which experts warn shows no
rose to 6. 4%, itds highest point since May 1984. Job nl os
the state, as Minnesota employers have shed 30,000 jobs since June.

The stateds economists attribute the steep decline to ove
December 2007. Minnesota lost nearly 31,000 jobs between November 2007 and November 2008, and the state is expected
to lose as many as 77,000 jobs in 2009.

As the Springvale Township Engineer, BDM Consulting Engineers and Surveyors, PLC, assist the towns[ s
board with concerns of roads and drainage. The desire for paved roads has been expressed by the resi-
dents of the Township. The process to proceed toward that goal is difficult.

Springvale Township adopted ordinances that require new developments to construct streets with bitumi
nous pavement. This is an added cost to the developments, but eliminates the continued proliferation of
gravel streets that the Township will own and eventually consider paving. This is the first step toward a g(
of paved streets. In the current economic climate, there is little or no residential subdivision, even closer
into the metropolitan area. When the housing demand returns, developers and land owners will factor in 5%
the cost of the bituminous pavement to the price of their lots. The market demand and the costs of im-
provements will determine when properties are cost effective to subdivide.

The process of converting existing gravel surfaced streets to paved streets is relatively simple from a co
struction standpoint. If the roadway top is adequate in width, any soft spots are repaired, the crown is es-

tablished and the pavement is placed. The shoulders are restored and any disturbed areas are revegetated. The Township basis
to finance the costs of the improvements or a combination of the two methods. The improvement can be paid for from the gémtexa
funds, which requires authorization from the residents of the township at your annual meeting. The second method is to astesadja-
cent benefitting properties through special assessments. This process requires a determination that the improvements praide-
crease in value to the property equal to or greater than the amount of the assessment to the property. As mentioned, a catibmof
general funds and assessments to benefitted properties is also possible.

The cost of paving roadways has escalated in recent years with the price of crude oil. Bituminous prices went from undef83ter ton
in 2004 to over $80.00 per ton last year. Crude oil prices averaged $37.50 per barrel in 2004 and hit a high of over $140 perrel last
year. The crude oil prices are currently below $50.00 per barrel, but the volatility in the market will determine whethewillesee a dra-
matic reduction in bituminous prices during the 2009 season. With the volatile market in oil, oil suppliers are not likelguarantee
prices to the bituminous plants, the bituminous plants in turn will not likely guarantee prices to the paving contractorg] #re paving
contractors will need to hedge their risk when bidding on prajes. Paving projects in 2009 will be lower cost than 2008, but it re-
mains to be seen how much lower.

It was a pleasure serving as the Springvale Township attorney during 2008 and | look forvedrdfto
the work ahead in 2009. Because holiday travels continue and safety is on everyone's mind, | thought this would be a greattt pro-
vide a quick review of the Township's Righf-Way Ordinance, Ordinance #2004. The reader should be aware that this review ot
meant to serve as legal advice, nor does it reflect an official position of the Township.

The Rightof-Way Ordinance was passed in 2004 and was designed to ensure public safety and easy travel throughout the Towrship.
accomplish these goals, the Ordinance places certain restrictions on the use of RigH{Vays.

Perhaps the most important thing for property owners to remember in 2009 is that the Ordinance prohibits obstruction of thghtRof-
Ways. No trees, bushes, shrubs, fences, posts, hay bales or other similar items may grow or be placed on ad®iglety. Just asmpor-
tantly, no vehicle may be parked in a way that interferes with Rigift\Way travel or safety. Even when items are situated weithin
property boundaries, owners should make sure that branches, tall grasses and other items do not obstruct visibility. Whemerar
weather finally returns, and sprinklers and watering systems are again necessary, owners must keep those out of Bighays aswell.

Many residents use mailboxes and newspaper boxes and will be glad to learn that these are permitted within a RfgdMay as loiy as
they do not interfere with safe use of a road. However, signs are still not allowed in a Ragfway, except
official traffic signs or those otherwise permitted by law.

Although winter is bound to take a toll on some town roads, everyone should keep in mind that the written
approval of the Springvale Town Board must be obtained before altering, improving or repairing any portion
of a Rightof-Way. This applies to the construction and reconstruction of approaches and culverts as well.
As in the past, if the Board discovers a violation of the RighftWay Ordinance, it may issue a correction
order. This order will provide a time period in which the correction must be made, with the violator covering
all costs. A violation of the Ordinance constitutes a misdemeanor and may result in applicable state penal-
ties as well.

I hope this review was a useful reminder of the ways in which everyone can avoid penalties, and more
importantly, help ensure that Springvale Township RighftWays remain safe and functional. Thank you
again for giving me the opportunity to serve this community and its Town Board.
