Case #PSUP 23-025:  A request by DeKevin Thornton for a Special Use Permit.  An accessory building exception, at 9350 Trails End Rd (Petoskey), Section 27, Springvale Township.  Zoned RR Recreation Residential.  
Per the request of Emmet County Zoning Administrator Tammy Doernenburg, the Springvale Planning Committee held general discussion regarding this proposed project, as well as discussing the Zoning Ordinance Standards set forth in Section 21.02 (Special Land Use Review Standards), Section 22.01.1 (Accessory Residential Building Setbacks and Floor Areas), Section 22.01.4 (Exceptions) and Section 26.16 (Customary Accessory Building [greater than 200 square feet without a main use]).
After thorough discussion of this case, Joel Kato made a motion to approve Case #PSUP 23-025, DeKevin Thornton for a Special Use Permit for a Customary Accessory Building without a main use and an Exception to the size standards of an accessory building on property located at 9350 Trails End Road, Section 27 of Springvale Township on Tax Parcel 24-14-17-27-476-033, as shown on the site plan dated November 7, 2023 because the standard of Section 21.01.4 has been met based on the facts presented in this case and no good purpose would be served by strict compliance with the size standards of the Ordinance and standards of Section 21.02 can be met with the conditions that the building be used for personal use and affidavit of use be filed with the Registrar of Deeds prior to issuance of a zoning permit.  Bill Shorter seconded this motion.  This case was approved by a vote of 5-0.
